I even tried to highlight and 
copy the text into another program so that I could print it out in a more durable, easy-to-read-at-a-glance format, but 
apparently the many, many tiny text blocks are in a graphics format instead of real text. BTW, the advertised feature 
that it remembers the place where you stopped reading just doesnt work. Its really irritating to have to page through all 
those mostly empty pages AGAIN just to find where you left off, and because the numbers on the pages dont seem to 
be synchronized with the pdf page numbers, searching for the page number doesnt work well, either. Bottom line: wait
